Here are some tips on dealing with contractors:
Know the person or company you select for the job.•	
Be sure they are licensed for the type of work needed to be done.•	
Beware of “jacks of all trades.”•	
Interview several contractors and check them out.•	
Check on prices quoted.•	
Have a written contract, be sure you understand it, and keep a copy.•	
Know your state and city laws with special attention to mechanic liens.•	
Check on the progress of the work.•	
Ask questions and remember that problems are easier to fix when they’re •	
found early.
Check on progress before making partial payments.•	
Consult with your lawyer if :•	
Communications with the contractor break down.•	
Suppliers or workers on the project begin to call you.•	
Work on your project is being neglected•	
Unexpected charges appear on invoices.•	
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Councilman Brian O’Neill is proposing that city police be required to check the immigration 
status of any individuals suspected of felony.

Councilwoman Carol Ann Campbell asked that the question be delayed until after the new 
mayor took office.
Councilwoman Marion Tasco, is seen as a possible contender for council majority leader in a new adminis-
tration, a post now held by Councilwoman Jannie Blackwell.
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Here are some tips for rental property 
owners, managers and tenants to 
lower the cost of energy:

Keep winter thermostat at 66 degrees.•

Caulk between the sheetrock base and the sill plate •	
to eliminate drafts.
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
